RE: Renewed Motion for Authority to Reject Collective Bargaining
Agreements

Dear Nate, Neil and Jim:

On May 18, 2006, Judge Kishel issued his decision on Mesaba’s Motion for Authority to
Reject Collective Bargaining Agreements. He denied the motion for discrete reasons
which he advised could be remedied. Therefore, Mesaba intends to renew its motion
on June 12, 2006, if no agreement is reached with AMFA by that date.

The continuing lack of clarity in Mesaba'’s predictable cost structure is the single
greatest threat to its ability to secure its business. Therefore, Mesaba has no choice
other than to redouble its efforts to secure the necessary cost restructuring. Our mutual
problem has not gone away. It is unavoidable to note that Northwest Airlines is moving
forward in its reorganization process, and unless Mesaba solves its cost problems its
future with Northwest is at risk.

Mesaba continues in its desire to reach consensual agreements with its unions. Such
agreements must address the hard reality of the dollar amounts and term needed, but
Mesaba remains willing to address variations to the composition of the concessions so
that, to the extent possible, they are chosen by the union representatives. We have
accomplished this with the TWU and are willing to do it with our other unions.

Mesaba would like to give AMFA a meaningful opportunity to negotiate a consensual
agreement prior to June 12, 2006, to avoid a renewed motion under section 1113.
Mesaba remains willing to continue to have confidential off-the-record bargaining
sessions, which began during the last hearing. In addition, Mesaba will be providing you
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
